Dear Mr. Gordon:

Thank you for your letter on behalf of the Maine County Commissioners Association (MCCA) regarding the Department of Corrections Proposed Rule No. 2020-P204 (Ch. 1, Detention and Correctional Standards for Counties and Municipalities).   Each comment submitted by the MCCA has been noted and will be considered before the final adoption of this rule.   
In addition to MCCA’s comments on the rule and a request for a public hearing, you expressed that MCCA urges the Commissioner to discontinue the present rulemaking.  However, based on discussion with Commissioner Liberty and other staff, the Department will proceed with the rulemaking on this proposed rule.   The rulemaking process is designed to solicit comments from the public on a proposed rule and all comments are considered prior to the adoption of a rule.  Furthermore, the Department is required to address all comments received and state its rationale for adoption or failing to adopt any suggested changes to the proposed rule.  
The comment deadline is December 18, 2020, and once the comment deadline has passed, staff will consider all oral and written comments and make recommendations to the Commissioner, who will make the final decision on whether all, some or none of the comments will be incorporated into the adopted rule.  The rule will then be sent to the Attorney General’s Office for approval as to legality before it is filed with the Secretary of State as an adopted rule.  The comments, both oral and written, will be summarized and responded to in a document that will be filed with the Secretary of State at the same time as the adopted rule.  
You also mentioned that we did not identify the substantive state or federal law being implemented and have since included those references in an amended MAPA 3, which are Federal constitutional law and 30-A MRSA §§ 1556-A & 156.   The MAPA 3 is attached and the rulemaking notice will be published in the 5 major newspapers on November 18, 2020.   
A public hearing will be held on Monday, December 7, 2020, at 1:00 p.m.  Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, this hearing will be conducted via a Zoom virtual meeting.  You can access the Zoom meeting  at  https://zoom.us/j/91683143841?pwd=czV1NEhFZHNMcXUyV3dDcWJaVjJLZz09
